      Business arising from Minutes:
        
· Voting for Special Resolution for approval of New Constitution and Standing Resolutions

Our committee member Peter Brien was asked to present a short commentary of the progress made following our Notice of Special Resolution dated 9th October 2025, presented to our members at the last General Meeting. The procedure was as follows:

At our last general meeting held on 9th October 2025 a Notice was given to members of the need to approve the new recommended Constitution and 24 Standing Resolutions by way of Special Resolution.

At that meeting the Notice of Special Resolution was displayed on screen together with the New Constitution and Standing Resolutions. A Proxy Form was also shown and recommended for those members who would not be able to attend today’s meeting (13th November 2025) where the Special Resolution would be put to a vote.

Shortly after our October general meeting, Lyn Sloane our club Secretary, forwarded to our club members, via email all above mentioned documents pertaining to this exercise, including Privacy, Refunds and Payments, and Risk Management Policies.

To date only one proxy form has been received and providing a quorum of members is present, we require at least 75% of attending members to vote in favour of the Special Resolution.

There have been no requests for additional information or any phone calls or emails relating to this exercise. It therefore seems our club members support replacing the current Constitution with the new one recommended by PSPL.

Lyn advised that we have 33 members present today, and have received one proxy form appropriated, signed and dated.

I will now ask Lyn to count, by a show of hands those members in favour of passing the Special Resolution and the 24 Standing Resolutions.

Our count of hands indicated that we had all 34 members voting in favour of the Special Resolution and 24 Standing Resolutions, and no-one voting against. This represents 100% of eligible voters in attendance at our meeting.

As we now have members’ approval, our President Keiran Smith and Secretary Lyn Sloane, signed and dated the new Constitution.  Lyn will then arrange the lodgement of the appropriate documents with Corporate Affairs Victoria.

Thank you to the committee and general members for your time and understanding in achieving the updates required to allow greater flexibility for our club going forward.
